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Page Limit Requirements:
The workshop accepts both completed research papers as well as research-in-progress papers.

e Completed research papers must not exceed fourteen (14) single-spaced pages and
must conform to the 2014 KrAIS Workshop submission template. The 14 pages must
include all text, figures, tables, and appendices. The cover page, abstract, keywords, and
references are excluded from this page count.

e Research-in-progress papers must not exceed seven (7) single-spaced pages and must
conform to the 2014 KrAlIS Workshop submission template. The 7 pages must include all
text, figures, tables, and appendices. The cover page, abstract, keywords, and
references are excluded from this page count.

Authors who are interested in participating in the workshop need to submit papers by
September 12, 2014 through the EasyChair conference management system
(https://www.easychair.org/conferences/?conf=lgcnskrais2014). Submissions will undergo a
blind review process. The submissions site will open on August 1, 2014.
